Celebrating Alberta's Birth
After a long, hard fought battle with Ottawa, Alberta and Saskatchewan won the right to become
provinces in 1905. Edmonton was declared the interim capital in Alberta and so the inauguration
was held in that city.

The Governor General, Earl Grey; Prime Minister,
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Lady Laurier and many other
dignitaries including M.L.A. R. B. Bennett and
Senator J. Lougheed travelled by train through
Calgary to Edmonton. Upon their arrival in the new
capital, they were taken to the Thistle Rink where
they enjoyed a concert in their honour. In the morn-
ing a grand procession, lead by a band from Calgary,
included a large contingent of Royal North West
Mounted Police, school children, pioneers, and
young women dressed in their finest.

Once the dignitaries were assembled on a platform draped with colourful swags of bunting, Mr. J.
J. McGee, Chief Clerk of the Privy Council appointed Hon. G. H. V. Bulyea as Alberta's first
Lieutenant Governor. As Bulyea kissed the Bible at the stroke of noon, Alberta joined the Domin-
ion of Canada as a Province. The finale to the formal ceremony was a 21 gun salute performed by
the RNWMP stationed on the hill above historic Fort Edmonton. The afternoon celebrations
continued with lacrosse and polo games, horse races and a Mounted Police musical ride.

That evening, "the inaugural ball was a brilliant and enjoyable close to the inaugural festivities. In
the magnificent rink auditorium, ablaze with light, a riot of color, there gathered an assemblage that
would grace any similar affair ever held in the federal capital" boasted Edmonton's Evening Journal
on September 2, 1905.

The following day, many of the dignitaries arrived back in Calgary where they were treated to a
tour of the city and a reception hosted by Mr. and Mrs. Pat Burns at their ranch in the Fish Creek
valley before returning east once again.
