Over the season, | have been asked several times to speak about the first Christmas at Foifheakgatyin 1875 was a dark,
lonely, and cold place but that did not appear to deter the men from celebrating in fine style.

Quoting from the diary of Cecil DennfMWMP, 1875:

"I returned to Calgary on Christmas Night and found the troop spending the evening in old Christmas style, a Christmas dinne
giving by the non-commissioned officers and men, to which most of the civilians at Calgary were invited.A pleasant evenin
spent, the first Christmas ever celebrated at Caldé previous evening a dance had been held at the billiard hall, built that f:
The ladies consisted of half breed belles who turned out in numbers well dressed and some not at all bad looking. A jolly time \
at some of those old time dances held at Macleod - but Calgary the first few years the police came in, went far ahead, for
good hearty exercise, of any of the prim and select affairs held since the country has come to be settled."

It was very interesting to me that the "Calgary does it best!" theme started in 1875!
